1. Please change your furnace fil-

ters monthly 
2. Please set your thermostats to 

72 degrees when home and 68 
degrees when out. 

3. Please make sure all windows 
are closed 

4. Those tenants with Boilers—the 
goal is to have the building as a 
whole at a constant tempera-
ture.  Our units do not have 
individual control of tempera-
tures.  

*Some units will be warmer and/or 
colder as the building tries to regu-
late itself 
*Please be sure all exterior doors 
are closed 

SNOW REMOVAL 
1. The Contractor will begin re-

moval once the snow has
